OBJECTIVE:

ELIGIBILITY: Registered 501(c)3 and 501(c)1 organizations serving Guilford County, with a purpose of providing programs and/or services for the development of leadership in girls may apply.

APPLICATION PROCESS FOR NURTURING GIRLS TO BE TOMORROW’S LEADERS PROGRAMS:
· Submit a one-page letter of intent no later than March 1, 2010 outlining goals of project.
· If approved, follow the grant application guidelines on page two and submit the full application electronically no later than March 31, 2010.
· Document the ongoing efforts of the program/agency/organization and how this award will contribute to their purpose and to the objective of having a sustainable, long-term impact on the development of leadership in girls.
· Provide a line item budget and statement of the projected use of awarded funds.
· Provide a one page report of project outcomes and impacts at the mid-point and end of the project.
· Define how the organization will support specific recognition of the WPF Foundation as sole or primary sponsor.
SELECTION:  Awards are made at the discretion of the Grant Awards Committee of the WPF 			FOUNDATION, Inc.

AWARD AMOUNT:	Between $500 and $5,000 each.

ANNOUNCEMENT OF RECIPIENT(S):  Recipients will be notified in writing by the WPF 			Foundation President and will be announced at the WPF Annual Foundation Meeting, 
	May 12, 2010 and in the WPF Newsletter.

PROCESSING PAYMENTS:  Grant awards will be paid directly to a sponsoring organization in a 		one-time payment upon the receipt of a signed letter of agreement.
