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ING of Guilford County held a program at Greensboro College called Women In 
Power Forum.  The program was fully funded through a $1,500 grant from the 
WPF Foundation.  The program was designed to allow young women (mostly rising 
seniors) to participate in a panel discussion featuring Alma Adams, Yvonne Johnson, 
Kay Cashion, Bernita Sims (Councilwoman, High Point), Laura Wiley (US House 
representing some of Jamestown and High Point), and our own Polly Sizemore 
(District Judge).  All panelists did a wonderful job and even invited these young girls 
to call their offices and promised to allow them to visit and shadow them; opportuni-
ties for internships were also offered.  Approximately 81 girls were in attendance as 
well as others involved in leadership for young women, making the total we reached 
over 90, their biggest attendance to date!!!  The program highlighted what you need 
to know to decide to seek public office, how these women made the decision to run, 
what they do in their daily work, and what young people should know if they are 
interested in following in their footsteps. The program was moderated by WFMY’s 
Erica Taylor and lasted from 6:00 p.m. until 7:15 p.m. The girls who attended were 
riveted and waited long afterward for a chance to talk with the panelists and others 
who attended.  

  In closing remarks, Maureen Hartigan, WPF Foundation President had the op-
portunity to say a few words about WPF Foundation and our grants targeted to give 
young women these kinds of opportunities, whether or not it’s in public service.  
As an extra benefit to this inspiring evening, we met one of our ANYTOWN grant 
award recipients who wanted to know more about WPF and our grant programs! Her 
parents were both in attendance and were obviously interested and committed to her 
development as a future leader.
 
More importantly, here are some of the responses:

To Pat (Vreeland, KIDS VOTING): 

I have to tell you, that the three young women from Southwest who attended the “Women in Power” 
forum could not stop talking about the experience in class today. They recommended that all girls 
take advantage of this very unique opportunity. They shared the contact information that was 
exchanged and told of how open the elected officials were in telling them about opportunities, such as 
paging in the Gen. Assembly and internships with agencies. 
I thank you, I thank you many times over for helping to sponsor the forum and for all that you do!!

In her blog on Friday March 21 Erica Taylor, who moderated the forum. said:

“Listening to accomplished women talk about how they pursued their passion and parlayed it into suc-
cessful careers is a very inspiring experience.  I had the honor of moderating the Women in Power

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Forum Thursday night at Greensboro College.  The program, presented by Kids Voting-Guilford County and the 
Women’s Professional Forum Foundation, is designed to give high school girls an opportunity to listen to elected 
officials discuss their careers and how they made it happen.
As a career-oriented woman myself, it was fascinating to listen to everyone on the panel.
NC representatives Alma Adams and Laura Wiley, Greensboro Mayor Yvonne Johnson, Guilford County Com-
missioner Kay Cashion, District Court Judge Polly Sizemore and High Point City Councilwoman Bernita Sims 
answered questions about serving in a public office, what their jobs entailed, what prompted them to run, and what 
advice they had for young women interested in leadership roles.

  Each woman didn’t end up in their current position without commitment to hard work and a willingness to make 
sacrifices in their personal and professional lives. It’s a message that transcends elected positions; I think for 
any career-oriented woman, that holds true.

  When the audience had an opportunity to pose their own questions, one young woman wanted to know how the panel 
members handled family, children, jobs and their elected office.

  For women, that is an especially difficult balance. In my line of work, many women wait until they’re older to 
have children, after they focus on getting the position they want in the television market they desire. Often the 
biggest dilemma is not whether or not someone wants to have children; it’s that they do and are no longer able to.

  That’s just one of many possible sacrifices women might face in the working world.
It’s not an easy road, as a young woman or someone well-established in their career, to try and have it all. But 
the advice the panelists offered, on not giving up, not thinking you can’t do something and how to make the first 
step is worth hearing at an early age.

  The students I spoke with after the program seemed impressed with the event, and the opportunity to meet 
motivated women making a difference in their community.
I know I was.:

It’s certainly a bonus and validation that we’ve done a good job when even the moderator is 
impressed.
 
Also this month, thanks to Denny Kelly and our marketing committee’s press release on the 
grants program, we were able to have an interview with Bill Flynn on WMAG.  Sue Kennedy, 
chair of the grants committee, and Maureen Hartigan, WPF Foundation President, had the 
opportunity to discuss WPF, the Foundation, our grant process, and the work we do through 
providing grants that allow young girls to have leadership opportunities.  The link to the web-
site is http://www.wmagradio.com/cc-common/podcast.html.
